Welcome

The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting.  The issue of member interests was raised and those present were asked to declare interests in matters to be considered at the meeting.  There were none.

Police 
The clerk read a report from PC Libby stating that during March there had been two crimes reported within the parish, one a fraud relating to a transaction on EBay, the other relating to damage and theft from equipment at the recreation ground pavilion. There had been 39 crimes recorded in the area covered from Looe Police Station during March.  It was further reported that after 11th May, there will no longer be front office facilities at Looe Police Station.
J Massey clarified the two incidents of damage to the electricity metre box at the Recreation Ground pavilion.  Two youngsters had been spoken to by PCSO Cocks, and letters of apology had been received.  Some further damage to one of the mowers has also been noted.
